
While you are in hospital, nursing staff will use your own medication wherever possible, however there may be 
occasions where medication is supplied to you by Slade Pharmacy.

You will receive an account from us for:

•	� Medications which are not related to your hospital admission 

•	 Medications supplied to you on discharge.

You can pay this account in person at Slade Pharmacy before you leave hospital or within 14 days of your discharge date. 

Payment options are outlined on your invoice.

ENTITLEMENT CARDS
To ensure your medication is dispensed at the right price, it is important you provide the hospital with details of any 
entitlement cards you hold when you’re admitted. 

If you have one of the cards shown below, please make sure you let hospital admission staff know. 

PAYING YOUR PHARMACY ACCOUNT
You can pay your pharmacy account on your day of discharge at the Slade Pharmacy located in this hospital.
